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Urgent! Last Boat of Count von Luckner has to be saved!

Just rediscovered – on the wasteyard soon?

Missing financial help means the irrecoverable loss of almost 100 year old sail boat

The German Felix Count von Luckner - also known as “Sea Devil” - remains one of the most colorful figures in 20th century Pacific history. During First World War he became famous as buccaneer of the German Emperor commanding the raider “Seeadler” (Sea Eagle) that had broken through the British blockade. Due to holding the enemy with respect and acting with caution only one single enemy sea man lost his life during von Luckner’s war campaign. 

Later on von Luckner spent his time at sea, sailing to Australia or New Zealand, amongst others, for the purpose of international understanding. Because of his efforts in this, he was decorated with the Federal Cross of Merit by the Germans. An other result of his adventures at sea was his book “Sea Devil, adventure of my life” released in 1921 and translated in several languages that made him particularly famous.

One of von Luckner’s sail boats, the well known “Seeteufel” (Sea Devil), was displaced by the Russian Army in 1945 and missed for years. Quite recently this sailing yacht, which is 121 foot in length, was rediscovered in the harbour of St. Petersburg, Russia. 

This is quiet a sensation since this is the only ship of the legendary Count von Luckner that still exists!

Thus, it appears alike a disaster that this sail boat shall be scrapped in in about one month! To avoid this, the Felix count von Luckner Society is seeking for urgently needed financial help. The ship has to be taken at dry dock to be repaired. For those badly needed repairs, about 70.000 $ are estimated. 

The Felix Count von Luckner Society intends not only to save this sail boat by reparation but also to bring it back home to Germany or to another suitable place. According to the same goal, Count von Luckner acted for during his whole life, it is planed to use the sail boat for the purposes of international understanding. The “Seeteufel” doesn’t have to go down and should sail again!

Without any financial help, the “Seeteufel” will no longer exist!
